3. What techniques does this image use to make its point, or to otherwise persuade you to accept its point of view?

4. In what newspaper or magazine (or other media) did the image appear?  Choose a 

different medium (advertisement, album cover, newspaper) and explain how the image would have appeared differently in that context.

5. What cultural assumptions or values seem to be involved in your image? And how do you know this? 

6. Comment on the relationship between the text and the image.  How is one 


arranged visually in relation to the other? Do text and image work together?  Does 


one predominate over the other?

7.  What, if anything, does this image want you to identify with?
